A UNIQUE GROUP

In presenting the ERNIE TAVARES STRING-ENSEMBLE,   attention   is  called   to  the   unusual   union   of  STEEL GUITAR-HARP & STRING BASS-a brand new idea. Never has such a group been presented as far as we know, (and prior to 1933 such a grouping would have been impossible as the ELECTRONIC STEEL GUITAR with its audio amplifier had not as yet been manufactured). Such a unique combination is bound to attract a great deal of attention and interest among   musicians  and  musical   critics  as  the  STEEL GUITAR-HARP union is most unorthodox.

The Harp has become an accepted part of any musical scene as has the string Bass. Not so the STEEL GUITAR, yet here is an instrument which has no peer in the entire conglomeration of musical instruments, in the matter of producing unusual and varied tonal effects and color (other than the Organ). In Western Music circles this instrument hardly 20 years old (electronically) already has captured the fancy of a greater number of people in a shorter time than has any other new instrument except perhaps the Hammond Organ. (Note the very successful song hit "Steel Guitar Rag" which is primarily a Steel Guitar Solo). The real versatility, the true beauty and effectiveness of the instrument and especially the TAVARES STEEL GUITAR, has yet to be exploited.

The intent of the group is primarily to provide a new brand of entertainment. But concurrent with this intent, the unique combination serves as THE ideal vehicle to exploit and exhaust every possible effect the TAVARES STEEL-GUITAR is capable of.
