Features
The Basil Henriques Hawaiian Tuning for 8 String Pedal Steel Guitars was designed in the early 1960 to support following features

· Easy to understand for guitar players

· Direct mapping of guitar barré type chords to fret/pedal positions

· Standard E6, A6, C6, A9, D9, A7 (and more) tunings supported

· Eliminates the need for multi-neck no pedal guitars

· Eliminates the need for forward and backward slants for harmonization

· Support position relative playing of chord functions (eg. root, subdominant, dominant)

Position Relations

The initial position
The player should initially position his left foot over pedals 1 and 2 (P1,P2). The right foot is positioned over pedals 5 and 6 (P5,P6).

Important: Position 1-3 connect to each other: 

Position 1, P5 is identical to Position 2, P5. 

Position 2, P6 is identical to Position 3, P6.

Position 3, P1,P2 is identical to Position 1,P1,P2 (Maybe with an octave in between).

Notes for guitar players: 

· P1,P2 chords map to the E-type barré chords on the guitar.

· P6 chords map to the A-type barré chords on the guitar.

· No pedals map to the A7-type barré chords on the guitar.

· P5 chords map to the C-type barré chords on the guitar.

The bar fret position is identical to the index finger position of the corresponding barré guitar chord.
